1. Everybody on the team scores one goal before anyone can score two.  All it takes is one weak player and this really puts a halt to the one sided scoring.  I've been impressed with how the players have stepped up and rallied for the weak player to score and really celebrated with they finally did score.  The coach can present this in a positive light, so the team does not think of the player as a weak link.
2. Once a player scores they move to the back.  Do this on the fly and make the team adjust to changing positions while the ball is in play.  
3. Strong players have to play two touch or three touch.  Or once you score you play two touch.
4. The team must make three [four, etc] consecutive passes before anyone can shoot.
5. Only shoot with weak foot.  Or outside of foot, etc.
6. Only shoot from outside penalty area.  Or if that's the problem, then only shoot from within goal area.
7. If a strong goalkeeper punt is getting the ball down the field to egg on this problem, the keeper must roll the ball to a fullback and the team starts passing from there.
8. Coaches know the players/teams weaknesses, so force them to only play that approach.
9. Let the weaker team play with more players on the field (if that would actually help).
10. Play a very defensive line up.
